1. MINUTES 
The minutes of the last meeting of 12th December, 2008 were agreed.  Proposed by Kevin Quinn and seconded by Cllr. Alan Farrell.  
2. MATTERS ARISING
No matters arising.
3. CORRESPONDENCE
No correspondence received.
4. DRAFT WORK PLAN 2009
The Draft Work Plan ( as amending following discussions at JPC Meeting of December 2008 ) was considered by the Committee. The following observations were made

· Under Action 3, Bullet Point 3 of the Work Plan, it was agreed following discussions in the context of reducing resources available to the Council, that the reference to ‘controlled bonfires’  would be amended to make reference to community based activities. 
· Under Action 3, Bullet Point 4 it was AGREED to move the Target for 2009 back to May, 2009.

· Under Action 7 which was included as an additional item following the last meeting, the Transportation Dept gave a brief outline of the responsibilities of the Transportation Dept in relation to Road Safety and Traffic Management.  It was AGREED, at the suggestion of the Transportation Department, to set up local consultation committees in both Divisions and that appropriate Traffic personnel would be nominated by the Gardaí. 
     Following discussion, it was AGREED to adopt the Work Plan 2009, subject to the    above amendments
5. Presentation by An Garda Síochána – ASBO’s, Behavioural Warnings, Exclusion Orders 
Sgt. Seamus Treacy, DMRN gave a detailed presentation on this topic. The presentation was well received and generated a full discussion. Clarification was sought by the members as to responsibility for children under 12 engaging in anti-social behaviour. The Gardaí indicated that while these fall within the remit of the HSE, there is a positive and collaborative working relationship in place, in addressing some of these cases
PJ Howell informed the members that there has been a pilot scheme in City and County Development Boards to roll out Childrens Services Committees and this has now been introduced in Fingal and is being led by the HSE.  It will bring the appropriate agencies together to focus on issues relating to children.    
6. REPORT ON CCTV SCHEMES
The Director of the Council’s Community Department circulated his report on this matter ( Appendix 1).It was AGREED, following discussion, that this item would go back on the agenda for a future meeting of the Committee.
7. UPDATE FROM SAFER BLANCHARDSTOWN – Dial to Stop Drug Dealing Campaign.
Safer Blanchardstown are going to run an advertisement campaign to re-energise this scheme again. 1,415 calls to date on the dedicated phone -line. Philip Jennings informed the members that Safer Blanchardstown will shortly be moving its activities into the Corduff area for a period of one year approx. Following the most recent meeting of the Safer Blanchardstown Forum, he had been requested to bring the following recommendation to the JPC
Recommendation from Safer Blanchardstown It is the recommendation of Safer Blanchardstown Forum that the JPC develops in conjunction with appropriate stakeholders generic protocols and procedures which deal with anti-social behaviour in the first instance but also informs citizens of their  rights and responsibilities in relation to residency within the county boundary
There was a lengthy discussion amongst the members with regard to this recommendation and it was noted that these policies would need involvement from a number of members/agencies.  It was highlighted the FCC have a very comprehensive Anti-Social Behaviour Policy but that this applies to just over 4,000 of the 90,000 households in Fingal. 
It was AGREED that a sub-group of the JPC would be formed to meet the relevant agencies in order to address the issues arising. The Chairperson indicated that it would be hoped that this action would lead to a set of protocols being published on the JPC web-site, for guidance to residents of Fingal
8.  Swords/Balbriggan Community Policing Forum – Set up phase

Ena Norris has been appointed as the Swords/Balbriggan Development Worker.  The Swords/Balbriggan CPF is in the very early stages of set-up.   A lot of ground work being done at the moment by meeting various service providers and community groups.  
9.  Meeting Schedule 2009
