FINGAL DEVELOPMENT BOARD CONTINUES POLICY OF INCLUSIVENESS

Braille and Audiotape versions of the Fingal County Strategy are now available

The Fingal Development launched its Strategy for Economic, Social and Cultural Development 2002 – 2011 in May but the work towards inclusive debate continues.

The Board wanted to ensure that all sectors of society have access to the document and have now made the Strategy available in both Braille and Audio format.

Braille copies are available from libraries in Fingal or a copy can be requested directly from the Development Board.  Audio tapes are also available both from libraries around the county and from the Development Board and Director Senan Turnbull hopes that in the near future audio copies will be available to download directly from the website on www.fdb.ie
“Our first step was to make the Strategy available in both Braille and Audiotape format so that we can get the Strategy to the visually impaired in the County.  We hope to extend this process of accessibility in the near future by making audio files available to download directly from our website.  We would welcome any comments from the visually impaired on both the tapes and Braille version, and indeed on ways we can improve our website.  This work will be ongoing and we would hope that in the future we can accord to international standards of accessibility in our web communications.  The Strategy itself has a commitment to the development of ICT in Fingal, and we want that commitment to extend to the visually impaired in our community”.

The National Council for the Blind in Ireland produced the Braille and audiotapes for the Fingal Development Board.
