1.1 Introduction

This is a rural
 transport audit and needs assessment for Fingal County. It was undertaken for the Fingal County Development Board by Fitzpatrick Associates. The study is based on a combination of a survey of rural residents about their travel patterns and needs, a consultative workshop and relevant desk research regarding the county.

This study was undertaken as part of a wider national rural transport research project. In July 2001, an Inter-Departmental Working Group on Rural Transport developed a standard template that each County Development Board (CDB) could use to systematically audit the transport services and establish rural passenger transport needs in their counties. The template was designed based on pilot studies in four counties. All other rural counties have been asked to replicate this work. In order to do so, the counties in Dublin and the Mid-East region commissioned consultants to undertake the study in the six relevant counties in the area. 

Chapter 1 gives an overview of the county in terms of topography, socio-economic profile and spatial structure. Chapter 2 details existing scheduled and non-scheduled passenger transport services in the county. Chapter 3 describes overall rural travel patterns, and assesses the perceived travel needs of rural residents in Fingal. Chapter 4 summarizes key findings and draws conclusions in relation to rural passenger transport services in the county.

Topography

Fingal is one of the smallest counties in Ireland, covering an area of approximately 455 km2 , less than 1% of the national land mass. Of this, 50% of the land in Fingal can be classified as rural. The county is generally low lying, although the land is higher to the north around Naul and Garristown. There are a number of waterways flowing through the county including the Liffey and Royal Canal in the east, the Ward and Broadmeadow in the centre, and River Delvin to the north. As it borders Dublin City, some of the country’s primary road and rail routes pass through the county. Fingal is a coastal county, with many of the major settlements along the sea. The topography does not present a significant obstacle to transport infrastructure.

Socio-economic Profile 

Fingal had a population of approximately 167,700 at the time of the last Census in 1996. Its population increased by almost 10% between 1991 and 1996, and the county accounted for 4.6% of the total national population. In the absence of the 2001 Census, Fingal County Council (Planning Department) provided an estimated population of 210,000, based on the number of dwellings and average occupancies. This figure would indicate a population rise of approximately 25% since 1996. This rise reflects recent development pressure for housing in the context of the rapidly expanding footprint of Dublin city which spills over into Fingal. The county is not very rural, with 6.5% of the population living in rural areas. Population density is very high at 369 persons per km2. While the rural population density (47 persons per km2) is significantly below the overall population density, it is still higher than the average nationally (22 persons per km2). 

While a population growth in rural Fingal is possible the likelihood is that the county will increasingly become an urban county. Within this context, policies must not overlook the unmet needs of rural Fingal even if rural Fingal comprises proportionally less and less of the total county population.

Almost 5.6% of the county’s population, and 8.5% of the rural population, is aged 65 or over, lower than the nation average of 11.4%. The proportion of older people is much higher in the south of the county than elsewhere (see Map 1.2). The proportion of young people in the county (27%) is above the average nationally (24%). The proportion of the population in the 15-24 age bracket is higher than the national average in almost all DEDs and is particularly high around Garristown, St. Margarets and Howth (see Map 1.1).

The socio-economic profile of Fingal is more indicative of an urban-based economy. About 24% of the county’s population is classified as ‘employer/manager’ or ‘higher professional’, compared to 11.6% nationally. While the overall percentage involved in farming/agricultural activities (2.3%) is well below the national average of 8.2%, this figure increases to 12.6% in rural parts of the county.

Unemployment levels in Fingal are below the national average. Unemployment within the county is highest in the southwest and lowest in the eastern part of the county (see Map 1.3).

Spatial Structure

It is estimated that Swords, the administrative centre in Fingal, has a population of 29,492
. Given the urban structure of the county, there are quite a number of centres with a population greater than 5,000 including Blanchardstown (pop. 76,608), Portmarnock (pop. 8,939) and Malahide (pop.15,264)
. Many towns in Fingal have experienced high rates of population increase since the 1996 Census, with large numbers of new residents commuting to Dublin city for work purposes. Fingal County Council estimated that the population will increase to almost 300,000 by 2011.

Table 1.2 above gives a broad indicative hierarchy of settlements in Fingal, based on the various town sizes and their functions. Swords provides a wide range of facilities (eg local government, social, retail). However, Blanchardstown, in the south west of the county, is becoming increasing important as a centre for medical, educational, retail, social, cultural and other services. Blanchardstown/Castleknock is now the largest urban settlement in the county and further commercial and industrial developments are planned for the area.  Other important centres include Balbriggan, and Skerries. Fingal residents also avail of services in neighbouring towns such as Drogheda and Ashbourne.

Fingal is relatively well served by major road routes. Of the national primary routes which pass through Dublin County, over 80% of the routes are either motorway or dual carriageway. Three national primary road routes pass through Fingal – the N1 (Dublin - Dundalk), N2 (Dublin - Monaghan) and the N3 (Dublin – Cavan). In addition, the M50 and the M1 act as ring roads around the city, linking Fingal to other routes such as the N7 (Dublin-Limerick). 

The Irish rail network serves the county at Portmarnock, Malahide, Donabate, Rush, Lusk, Skerries, and Balbriggan. The DART links Howth and a number of other coastal settlements, including Malahide, with Dublin city.

Transportation Overview

There are approximately 376,500 private cars in Dublin. Data on car ownership is not available for the individual counties of Fingal, Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown or South Dublin. Car ownership in Dublin is marginally higher than the national average (35.6 cars per 100 residents compared to 35.0 per 100 residents nationally). However, the proportion of the population holding a full driver’s licence is significantly lower than the average for the State, 39% in Dublin vis-à-vis 42% nationally. The difference can largely be explained by the higher proportion of the population in Dublin in the younger age brackets compared to the national average.

There are six privately licenced bus routes and five Bus Éireann (two Expressway and three local) routes in Fingal. Dublin Bus also operates in the county and there are twelve Dublin Bus routes serving rural DEDs. There are approximately 2,221 privately owned public service vehicles in the county, the vast majority of which are taxis or hackneys. The average distance travelled to work is higher than the average for the State, and that in Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown or South Dublin. The average distance travelled to school in Fingal is higher than that in either of the aforementioned counties, but is lower than the national average.

2.1
Scheduled Services

2.1.1
Description of Bus and Rail Services

Bus Éireann

There are five scheduled Bus Éireann services operating in Fingal, two of these are Expressway services and three local services. The two Expressway routes serve Northern Ireland and the only stop within Fingal is at Dublin Airport. A ‘pick-up stop only’ operates on these services from Dublin Airport. However, the Airport is well served on a number of routes by Dublin Bus.

Local buses serve Swords and Balbriggan on the Dublin to Drogheda/Dundalk route. These services are very frequent and operate seven days a week. The Dublin to Ardcath route serves St Margarets, Oldtown and Garristown but there is only one service daily. However, Liffey Valley is also well serviced by Dublin Bus routes. Much of rural Fingal is therefore very poorly serviced by both local and Expressway Bus Éireann routes. There are no Bus Éireann routes servicing the coastal towns of Skerries, Rush and Portrane.

There are 12 Dublin Bus routes serving rural DEDs in Fingal. The areas served include The Ward, Dublin Airport, Swords, Portmarnock and Malahide.  Frequency of services is high in all cases. There are two Dublin Bus services travelling north of Swords/Malahide serving Balbriggan and Skerries and one infrequent service to Rolestown. 

A frequent rail service connects Balbriggan via Skerries, Rush and Lusk, Donabate and Malahide with Dublin City. There are a total of seventeen services daily weekdays, ten of which are ARROW and seven sub-urban services. In South-West Fingal daily train services operate through Clonsilla, Coolmine and Castleknock. There are twelve ARROW and six sub-urban services operating on this route.

Private Operators

In addition to Bus Éireann, the Department of Public Enterprise licences private operators to provide scheduled bus services. A total of six privately operated scheduled services operate in Fingal. Of these, two services operate daily between Fingal and Tallaght. A service operates daily, every 30 minutes, between Howth Junction and Dublin Airport. A service of the same frequency operates between Swords and Leixlip. A Saturday-night only service operates between Skerries and Balbriggan, while a daily service operates from Dublin to Malahide.

The Free Travel Pass is accepted on all Bus Éireann, Inter-city, ARROW, and DART services and it may also be used outside of peak hours on Dublin Bus services. While a number of private operators also accept the Free Travel Pass, none of these provide services in Fingal. The proportion of the population in Dublin that qualifies for the Free Travel Pass, at 15%, is lower than the national average of 16%. Almost 20% of those qualifying for the pass in Dublin do so on the grounds of disability or invalidity.

2.1.2 Comparison with Other Counties

Approximately 91% of the rural population in Fingal live in DEDs that have a scheduled transport service (Table 2.4). This figure is higher than the respective figure for both South Dublin and Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown and also for the three more rural counties in the region – Wicklow, Kildare and Meath. The difference between the proportion of the rural population living in DEDs with ‘any scheduled service’ and a ‘daily working service’ is much more pronounced than in other counties. Approximately one in four rural residents in Fingal can use scheduled public or private transport to commute to work.

Maps 2.3-2.5 show the extent to which the needs of key target groups in rural Fingal are being met by existing rural transport services. Those in the 15-24 age group living in the northwest of Fingal experience particular difficulty in getting access to transport for training and education. There is also a high proportion of young people without access to such services around the Loughshinney area (see Map 2.3). The areas where people aged 65 and over and those who are unemployed are without access to transport services are predominantly the same as those identified for young people (see Maps 2.4 and 2.5).

2.1.3 Other Scheduled Services

Bus Éireann is responsible for operating the Department of Education licensed school routes throughout the country. In many cases, service delivery is sub-contracted to private bus operators. Nationally, there are 6,000 Department of Education school transport routes and 2,300 vehicles. In the Dublin region, only two Bus Éireann vehicles operate the Department of Education school transport route, while the vast majority of the vehicles are contracted.

2.2 Non-scheduled Services

There are 2,221 privately-owned public service vehicles (taxis, hackneys and private buses) registered in Fingal. This includes 1,256 taxis, 267 of which are wheelchair accessible, 824 hackneys and 141 private buses.

The county has circa 15% of the total number of hackneys and taxis registered in the State. However, it is important to recognise that many of the taxis and hackneys registered in Fingal may operate elsewhere in the greater Dublin area for commercial reasons. The number of taxis and hackneys available to residents of Fingal therefore may be lower than the number actually registered in the county. 

There are 57 licenced private bus operators registered in Fingal. They have a combined fleet of 141 and an average fleet size of 2.5. The number of taxis and hackneys per 100 residents in Fingal is much higher than that in Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown but is similar to that in South Dublin. The number of private licenced vehicles in Fingal is also similar to that in South Dublin and much greater than that in Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown.

There is a wide dispersion of privately owned public service vehicles throughout Fingal. With the exception of Swords, where 18% of vehicles are registered, and Blanchardstown/Castleknock, which account for 15% of vehicles, no other location in the county has a significant number of public service vehicles (Figure 2.2). Just under 6% of vehicles are registered in the Portmarnock area while Malahide and Rush account for 5% and 4% respectively of vehicles. The majority of vehicles in the ‘other’ category are registered in areas close to Dublin and may operate within the city. It should be noted that parts of Fingal could also be served by vehicles allocated to other Dublin Local Authority areas.

The Northern Area Health Board, a sub-board of the Eastern Health Board, provides a number of non-emergency transport services in Fingal. These include the transportation of patients between hospitals, to out-patient clinics, day hospitals and day centres. The Northern Area Health Board also provides taxis for patients in instances where its own vehicles may not be available. 
2.3 Air Services

Dublin International Airport, located in Fingal, is Ireland’s largest airport with an annual passenger throughput of circa 13 million, projected to rise to 20 million in the next five years
. Dublin Airport is also a major employer in Fingal and is the most significant economic centre in the county. Currently the airport does not have a rail link but there are a number of Dublin Bus, Bus Éireann and private bus services linking Dublin City and other locations to the airport.

Needs Assessment

3.1
Key Findings – Private Car Accessibility

3.1.1
Cars in Household

One of the first indicators of rural transport availability is the number of cars within a respondent's household. In the survey of rural residents in Fingal, 3% of respondents live in households with no car, with 66% living in households with two or more vehicles. This car ownership rate is a little higher than in other counties in the region. The proportion of the rural population living in households with three or more cars (25%), while similar to the average of the six counties surveyed in the region, is considerably higher than that found in the four pilot counties
 (13%).

3.1.2
Car Availability

Car ownership can mask the real determinant of the need to use alternative, non-private means of transport, ie actual car availability. Around 21% of the rural population of Fingal report that they “rarely” or “never” have a car available for their personal use. This is a little higher than the average of the counties in the region.

Car availability is highest for 25-64 year olds. Younger people and older people, on the other hand, have the lowest levels of car availability, with 51% and 25% having little or no access to private transport. Car availability amongst young people is significantly less than the regional average. Women have slightly lower levels of car availability than men. People with a long-term illness/disability are far less likely to have a car available than able-bodied people.

3.1.3 Driving Licence Availability

As well as the differing levels of car availability, the holding of a driving licence varies significantly between groups. Those with a long-term illness/disabled, young and elderly people are much less likely to hold driving licences. Women hold significantly fewer licences than men, 35% of women do not have a licence while the corresponding figure for men is 18%.

3.2
Overall Travel Patterns

People with higher levels of access to household cars make more journeys than those with lower levels of access. In Fingal, people who rarely/never have a private car available make about 15 trips per week, compared to 20 trips for the population generally.

The size of the gap in trip making differs by sub-group. Young people in the regional counties seem to adapt to not having access to a car better than other target groups, as the size of the trip-making gap is smaller (19 trips vs 24 trips) 
. For other sub-groups, especially older people and people with illness or disability, lack of access to a car means that individuals are able to make only around half the number of trips that those with access to a car are making.

3.3
Types of Journey

Work, social and education/training journeys are the most important trips for younger people in the region. For older people, people with a long-term illness/disability and lower income groups, shopping trips are a large component of total trip-making, as are trips to visit friends/relatives. Trips to church are a higher than average proportion of total trips for older people.

3.4 Journey Times and Distances

Journey times and distances for key journey purposes for Fingal are broadly in line with the average for the region. The overall figures for the region disguise a general fact that journey times and distances for key journey purposes are higher in the three more rural counties than in the three counties in closer proximity to Dublin. The average distance travelled to work by rural residents in Fingal is fourteen miles, similar to the regional average, while the average commuting time at 47 minutes is somewhat higher than the average for all six counties.

3.5
Travel Needs and Attitudes

Around 33% of the population of rural Fingal has identified evidence of trips that they would like to make but are currently unable to due to lack of suitable transport. This is higher than the regional average of 29%. When the key target groups are considered, however, a number of differences emerge, with two of the five target categories suffering significantly higher unmet demand in Fingal than elsewhere in the region.

The most strongly favoured type of new transport service in rural Fingal (favoured by 45% of respondents) is a bus stop – direct to destination service that does not require pre-booking. A pre-bookable door-to-door service is also a popular choice, however (favoured by 35% of respondents). A bus stop with interchange to destination is much more popular than the average for the region with 32% in favour.

For a fifth of the rural population across the regional counties, the cost of the service would greatly affect their willingness to use it, while for the remainder it would not. Attitudes to cost vary little across most target groups, except for people with a long-term illness/disability who have significantly higher sensitivity to price.

3.6.1
Co-operation Fingal, North Fingal - A Question of Transport

In 1999 Co-operation Fingal undertook a comprehensive study of the transport provision and transport needs of residents in northwest Fingal. This ADM supported development group felt that lack of transport in rural areas further excluded those who were already marginalised and also had a negative impact on the general rural population.

A postal questionnaire was distributed to 1,754 rural households, of which 16% were returned. About 10% of the respondents did not own a car. While 90% of the households have a car, this may be because there is no alternative, ie they have to buy a car as there are no public transport options. Of the 18% of respondents who receive the free travel pass, over three-quarters do not use the pass on a regular basis, ie once a week. People require transport at peak hours to travel to work/education (06.00-09.00, 16.00-19.00) and between 09.00-11.00 for shopping/health.

The main conclusions are:

· not everyone in rural areas is affected by the lack of transport. Those particularly affected include the elderly, unemployed and those who don’t have a car and do not live near a transport service;

· there seemed to be limited integration between the rural transport services and other essential services such as health and education;

· any new rural transport service will have to be a permanent reliable structure on which rural residents, particularly the elderly, could depend. It should involve the community, and could be managed through the Social Economy Programme;

· lack of adequate transport in rural areas can marginalise already disadvantaged groups.

3.6.2
Dublin Transportation Office (DTO)

The Dublin Transportation Office (DTO), established in 1995 to coordinate the implementation by the relevant agencies of an agreed strategy for the Greater Dublin Area comprises the local authority areas in Dublin/Mid-East, which includes Fingal. In September 2000, the DTO published ‘A Platform for Change’ which outlines an integrated transport strategy for the region from 2000 to 2016. 

The strategy has a number of overarching objectives, the aims of which include:

· improving quality of life through reducing the growth in the demand for private transport;

· reducing the need for car commuting by improving the reliability, availability and quality of public transport;

· encouraging a further increase in participation in the labour force, particularly by disadvantaged groups in society.

3.6.3 Strategic Planning Guidelines for the Greater Dublin Area

The principal objective of the Strategic Planning Guidelines for the Greater Dublin Area, prepared in 1999, is to put a broad planning framework for the area in place, which will provide the overall strategic context for the development plans for each local authority. It also provides a framework for future investment in transportation, sanitary services and other infrastructure. A review of the Guidelines was conducted in April 2001 where it was stated that the Guidelines report is statutory and as such, the local authorities must have regard for the guidelines when adopting development plans. Therefore, any new rural transport schemes in Fingal must consider the Guidelines. Also in the 2001 review, it was felt that the success of the Guidelines was dependent on the implementation of the DTO’s strategy. 

3.7
Workshops/Consultations

In order to assess the current transport situation in Fingal and to discuss opinions on future rural transport options, a workshop was held in the county and attended by representatives from the local development group, state agencies and a public bus operator. The following were the central issues to emerge from the workshop:

· there are two main rural transport issues in Fingal, transport to essential services for identified target groups and transport for those living in rural areas commuting to work/education; 

· access for particular target groups to certain services is important. Target groups identified were older people, the unemployed, people with disabilities and people with no cars (especially mothers in the home with young children);

· it is important that transport and other services are co-ordinated, ie transport times should facilitate access to health and education, eg hospital, FÁS centres, and be in keeping with opening times/days on which these services are offered;

· people with no cars in rural areas and the elderly in Fingal are using taxis/hackneys to access services (eg health, shopping, education, work) or connect to a transport route (eg rail station) as there are few public/private bus routes serving the rural areas in north Fingal. Hiring taxis/hackneys can be a financial burden on those with lower incomes;

· it was felt that many of the existing services (buses, rail, taxi/hackney) are not accessible and any future rural transport system should be accessible for all;

· it was suggested that there could be better utilisation of existing vehicles through improvements in co-ordination/connections between different modes of transport, eg rail services and taxi/hackney;

· the key features of a good rural transport service were identified as accessibility, reliability/punctuality, frequency and cost in that order. Some form of subsidy may be required to support this;

· the local authorities have a role to play in future rural transport provision in terms of licensing, funding and publicising available services. Local development groups should be involved in assessing local transport needs and facilitating and supporting community groups in the provision of transport. Other players should include employers and the public sector (eg Department of Social, Community and Family Affairs, FÁS and the Health Boards);

· if a subsidised transport scheme is introduced, eg voucher scheme, it is important that it does not further stigmatise those who are already disadvantaged:

· Key agencies like FÁS have scope to directly support community based rural transport services through the Social Economy Scheme.

Conclusions

4.1
Key Findings

· Although Fingal is located in close proximity to Dublin City and its population is mainly urban, it contains a substantial rural area in the north and northwest of the county. It had a rural population of 10,841 in 1996 and many of its rural residents fall into key target groups such as the elderly, people with disabilities, young people and the less well-off who suffer from particular transport related difficulties as a result of limited car availability.

· Fingal is a small low-lying county and its topography does not provide any significant obstacles to transport delivery. The county’s close proximity to Dublin results in a number of primary road routes passing through it (M1/N1, N2, and N3). The east coast of Fingal is served by the main northern bound rail line from Dublin, one of the busiest transportation corridors on the island. However, the majority of rural areas of Fingal do not have a rail service and are situated away from the national primary road routes, thus limiting the access to major bus routes. 

· Over 90% of residents in rural Fingal live in a DED that has a scheduled bus or rail service. However, some DEDs are quite large and since buses and trains stop and serve fixed locations the distances within a DED to a bus stop or station are beyond walking range.  The proportion of the rural population that has access to a scheduled service that facilitates commuting to work, at 27%, is much lower than that in many other rural counties. 
· Rural residents in Fingal travel an average distance of 14 miles to work and have an average commuting time of 47 minutes. Commuting length is similar to that for other counties in the region but commuting time is somewhat higher.

· Residents of rural Fingal who rarely/never have a car available make an average of 15 trips per week, while the average for the total rural population is 20 trips. This is similar to trip levels in other counties in the region.

· One third of the rural population of Fingal would like to make additional trips but is currently unable to do so due to a lack of suitable available transport. This is higher than the regional average of 29%. The incidence of unmet demand for trips is highest in the 17-24 age group (52%). The regional average for this target group is 42%. Medical card holders in rural Fingal also have a higher incidence of unmet travel needs than the regional average, 52% vis-à-vis 45%. Of those aged 65 and over, 32% identified unmet demand for trips while the corresponding figure for people with illness/disability is 42%.

· Almost half (45%) of rural residents in Fingal identified a direct to destination bus service that does not require pre-booking as their preferred form of transport provision. A pre-booked door-to-door service was preferred by 35% of respondents. The preferred order of the four options presented to respondents was the same in Fingal as for the region in total.

4.2
Unmet Needs in Fingal

Table 4.1 gives an estimate of the number of rural residents in Fingal who have unmet rural transport needs. To arrive at these estimates, a number of steps were taken:

· the Fingal population in each of the key target groups – young people, older people, people with illness and people with disabilities, and lower income groups – was identified, based on the results of the 1996 Census of Population and the county rural transport survey conducted as part of this audit;

· the proportion of these target groups who rarely/never have a car available was then estimated using the results from the survey. This figure is used as a proxy for people with unmet needs within the target groups;

· two-thirds of those in the target groups who live in DEDs with a suitable work-type journey or daytime journey opportunity are then removed from the estimate on the basis that their needs are in some way met;

· the survey is also used to remove double-counting (eg older people who are also people with illness/disabilities and/or have a medical card).

It is estimated that there are 1,005 people in the key target groups living in rural Fingal who have unmet transport needs. Young people have the greatest level of unmet need with two thirds of all those with unmet needs in this target group. People on low incomes are those with the second highest level of unmet need (364) followed by older people (229) and people with illness/disability (202).
