The presentation highlighted, amongst other things, the great investment opportunities available in Fingal, and the challenges facing all transport providers to ensure that investment is facilitated in the best way possible such that there is a mutually beneficial outcome for all concerned. Particular emphasis was focused on the development potential along the Metro 'corridor'.
