	4.   Directors Report
	The Director referred to the recommendations of the Review of the Operations and Structures of the Board where it was agreed that Board members should have a more strategic focus in 2008.  Recommendation also included the setting up of the Executive Committee and twice yearly meetings of Action Team chairs (much in line with the proposals for Executive Committees outlined in the Indecon Report on the National Review of County Development Boards by the Dept of the Environment, Heritage & Local Government).  
It was proposed that 6 members and the Cathaoirleach would sit on the Executive Committee with one member from each of the pillars of the Board. The Board Agenda for 2008 would be finalised by them.  

It was proposed that the nomination process would be open to all members for 2 weeks. Absent Board members will be written to by the Directorate and asked if they wished to be considered for nomination.

	7. FDB Action Team Updates

	Joint Policing Committee
The Chair of this Action Team made a presentation on the Joint Policing Committee outlining the structures which have been put in place. There was reference to the need for a strategic approach to carrying out its functions and a work-plan has been put in place to progress this objective.  This presentation generated a lively discussion regarding matters such as: funding of the JPC, number of community Gardaí, criminal activity in Fingal, the need for increased flow of information between the Gardaí and local community groups.  
Comhairle na nÓg

An update on the Fingal Comhairle na nÓg was presented to the meeting. It was noted that the Work Programme for 2007/2008 includes the development of a website, newsletter and poster campaign.

Fingal Health Forum

Professor Niall Moyna introduced his presentation by stating that never having previously attended a Board meeting he was impressed by the breadth of the work programme being undertaken by the Board. He recommended that greater marketing opportunities should be exploited in order to increase public awareness about the work of the Board.
In his presentation on the Fingal Health Forum, he outlined the structures of the forum and highlighted its aims and objectives whilst identifying areas of interest such as, Community Health, Older Persons, GP’s, and Disabilities etc.

Professor Moyna clearly indicated that the Forum’s work-plan would not attempt to duplicate existing work nor try to fill gaps but would identify areas where a partnership approach would add value to the work of the primary, community and continuing care directorate and to that of the other agencies
Angela Lawton DASF member asked the question that the impact of Dublin Airport be taken seriously by the Fingal Health Forum.

Anne Devitt paid tribute to the Health Forum in particular the HSE for there positive contribution and commitment to the Health Forum. 


	

	8. Sporting Fingal FC
	John O’Brien of Fingal County Council’s Community, Recreation & Amenities Dept made a presentation on Fingal's new Eircom League Football Club – Sporting Fingal.
He outlined the structures of the club and how it would be funded over the five year period. He also indicated that Sporting Fingal Football Club was one of three components of the Fingal Development Plan, the others being the establishment of the Football Academy and the construction of a Community Stadium. He went on to explain key Educational, Social Integration, County Identity, Anti-Racism and Health Gains that the project had to offer.

Following discussion from the floor, it was clear that Development Board and Committee members found the prospect of Sporting Fingal FC and the development of an Academy both an interesting and exciting prospect for the County.
