Action: (NE6)

· Invest in renewable energy and infrastructure not fossil fuel infrastructure.
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Action: (NE7)
Energy and Climate Theme : Prepare for economic and social changes  which will result from higher energy prices (and likely resulting recession).

Rationale


· Reduced transport (differentiated)

· Localised economy.

· Localised food production

· Particular vulnerabilities of some sections of society and essential sectors of economy.

· Prepare for sections of economy disappearing, shrinking.
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
