Report on Endorsement

The Social Inclusion Monitoring Committee met on the 19th June 2006 to carry out the formal endorsement of the various Local & Community Development Organisation plans. 

Due to the huge quantum of programme details the SIM has done this task on behalf of the Board since 2003, and this is the third occasion. The formal objectives for endorsement set on us by Government is to ensure that Local & Community Development Organisation's activities and plans connect with wider plans agreed at a county level, and have synergy between them. The local terms of reference in Fingal focused mainly on the links between each group's plan to the Count Development Board Strategy.

The Endorsement Process should be completed by February/March. However, this year it took several reminders and a delay until May before all the groups had submitted their plans. At the meeting it was agreed that plans submitted by the following groups would be endorsed without reservation: 

· Blanchardstown Area Partnership

· Co-operation Fingal

· Corduff CDP

· Blanchardstown Traveller CDP

· Mulhuddart CDP

· Blakestown CDP

· Fingal County Childcare Committee

· Rural Dublin LEADER

For the third year in succession there was no submission by Blanchardstown Local Drugs Task Force so the SIM was unable to form an opinion of their plan and consequently endorse that group.

It was agreed that the directorate would contact relevant Government Departments and National Parent bodies to notify them of these outcomes.  
Finally, the SIM meeting discussed the following concerns about the endorsement process:

· Government Departments do not pro-actively seek clarification on endorsement from CDBs

· There appear to be no consequences for Local Development & Community Development Organisations who do not submit plans OR do not have their plans endorsed

· State Agencies do not submit plans for endorsement, so co-ordinating within one of the smallest of the 4 pillars has limited overall effect - it was suggested that some mechanism for state agencies to submit plans should be devised
