energy management company Dalkia Ire. Agreed to ask Dalkia to make a presentation to relevant Council staff once Energy Study is done. 

Agreed to look at the Government Green Paper "Towards a Sustainable Energy Future for Ireland" for the next meeting. Team discussed possibility  of a study visit to Freiburg in Germany (advanced solar heating). Next meeting 8th Nov 06. 


	This subject is now more topical than ever with the launch of the Government Green Paper Towards a Sustainable Energy Future for Ireland.

While the Paper focuses mainly on the supply side of energy the paper sets a target of 20% reduction in energy demand by 2020. 

It could be said that this action affords the Board  an opportunity to take on an advocacy role for a change in corporate behaviour.

Last week the Stern Review entitled The Economics of Climate Change was published on the 30th Oct in England. An earlier report entitled The Economics of Climate Change published in July 2005 covers similar ground (previously circulated). 

These reports with a brief explanatory abstract will be uploaded on the dbase in the coming week.

Perhaps its time for the Board to consider devising a local climate change framework document for Fingal.
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
